Professionals conducting the assessment, rendering a diagnosis, and providing 
recommendations for reasonable accommodations must be qualified to do so (e.g., licensed 
physician, psychiatrist, clinical psychologist, neuropsychologist).  

Individuals with ASD have persistent communication deficits, along with a dependency on 
routines, sensitivity to environmental changes, and an intense focus on restricted interests, 
which all should be reflected in the documentation submitted to SAS. 

Submit a copy of the evaluation report in which your diagnosis of autism spectrum disorder 
was made, as well as a copy of your most recent 504 Plan or IEP and most recent 
Evaluation/Re-Evaluation Report from high school. 

The above documentation should include a description of communication or language skills, 
social interaction, restricted, repetitive, or other patterns of behavior, sensory functioning, 
and sensitivity to environmental conditions. 
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
