4. Students completing 60 or more transferable credits (C or higher in each course) will be exempt from the YCP Constellation 

requirement.  Students not planning on earning 60 or more transferrable credits should not use this transfer sheet as they will be 

required to elect a Constellation and will need to plan accordingly.  

5. Students are advised to apply one semester prior to desired transfer date.  Required cumulative transfer GPA is 2.0.
