One would be hard-pressed at York College to fifdcalty member more dedicated to service than. Rbil
Avillo. Prof. Phil Avillo’s service has been at vaus levels, from college to
the local to the national. As he will be retiring afull-time faculty member
of this department in May, it seems appropriateetignize his service at
all those levels. Prof. Avillo served as a Captaithe United States Marine
Corps. He enlisted in 1959 at the age of 17, amd &etive duty from
January 1964-August 1966. As is well-known, he wasinded as a result
of his service in Vietham and received the Purpéaty 3 Air Medals, and
the Navy Commendation medal, Combat V. After corpiehis Masters
Degree at the University of San Diego and his PatDhe University of
Arizona, he began teaching European history at Yaohkege in 1975. He
has numerous publications to his credit on RacepR&ruction, and the
Vietnam War. Since joining the faculty at York €gle, he has developed
courses on Women in the United States, the Vietn&war,
Film/Fiction/History, Young Adult Literature, anti¢ two course sequence,
the Coming of the Civil War and the Civil War andd®nstruction. He was
instrumental, along with colleague Bob Terry, inttigg York College
involved in the European Union simulation. In trepdrtment, Prof. Avillo
served as department chair from Summer 1990-Sgi@P. He was Vice President, then President of the
faculty’'s Academic Senate, chaired the Budget Cdtemi served on the Long Range Planning Committele a
Professional Standards committee, and most recehtiyred the Ad Hoc committee on Faculty Welfare. |
addition to service in the interest of faculty, rees also served in capacities beneficial to stsdém developed
the LaCrosse Club from a club into a varsity spacting as its coach until Spring 2001; he has séswed as
faculty advisor to numerous student organizatiomduding the College Democrats, the ACLU, and &iity.
Prof. Avillo was chosen to be the December commmece speaker twice (a rare honor), has received the
Distinguished Teaching Award twice, and has reakitlee Professional Service Award from the Alumni
Association. Beyond the halls of York College, P¥illo has also been active in various forms efvice. He
coached Youth soccer, basketball, and baseball Wisetinree children were active in those sportssefeed on
the Finance Committee of the Board of the York Sgamy Orchestra, and was President of the York Sdwur
School District Board for 7 years (he served onBoard for 12 years). Of the service on the scthoard, he
says that what he is most proud of is the developmiean AIDS policy far ahead of where most schdistricts

in the country were at the time in the mid-1980%f PAvillo regularly gives talks to community ongiaations,

Service Learning: Making a Difference in a Globaliing World, will be offered during the Fall 2010 and
Spring 2011 semesters with an international trawelponent to south India for approximately 2 wediksng
the winter break.
